AASP CONFERENCE 2007

MESSAGE FROM THE CONFERENCE SECRETARIAT

Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is a pleasure to inform you that the coming AASP 2007’s Conference in Kota Kinabalu, Sabah has received an over whelming response. Todate 700 have registered and submitted abstracts of their papers. Besides Asia, we are getting participants from Europe (20), Middle East (27), Canada (6), South America (1), U.S.A. (14), Australia (18), New Zealand (16), India (14), Mexico (1) and Africa (1). Most took advantage of the end of February early-bird fee dateline. 

Venue:

The main venue of the 2007 Conference will be at the Magellan, Sutera Harbour Resort, Kota Kinabalu, Sabah. Participants will also experience a colorful cultural event in the evening at the Conference launching ceremony to be held at the Chancellor Hall, University Malaysia Sabah, on 25 July, following registration and a cocktail reception.

Program:

We hope to send you the tentative program of the Conference by the first week of April. The 3-day Conference will accommodate 7 keynote addresses, 23 symposiums, 39 oral presentation sessions and 222 posters.

Symposiums:

The total number of papers in each symposium is now limited to 6.  An hour discussion time is allotted after the presentations for each symposium. So far, a total of 120 abstracts/papers for the 23 symposiums have been accepted. For those who have registered for one of the 23 symposiums through your respective convenor, you have secured a slot to present your paper.

Oral Presentation Session:

The oral presentation sessions contain 210 paper presentations of 10 minutes each. As of today, 190 oral slots have been allocated to individuals whose abstracts have been accepted and registration fees paid. The remaining 20 slots will be given on a first come first serve basis to those whose abstracts have been accepted. Those who have not pre-registered may not be able to present their paper when the slots are filled.

Posters

Poster exhibitors shall take turn to display their work. They will be given a space and the date to display. Duration of display for each poster is one day. Exhibitors are advised to be present by their posters during the morning, afternoon coffee/tea and lunch breaks.

Accompanying Person(s)

Accompanying person(s) are welcomed to join the launching ceremony reception, cultural events and tours organized by the Organizers. However, if you wish them to join you for lunches and coffee/tea breaks, coupons will be sold at during the registration on 25 July.

Conference Dinner & Cultural Night

Dinner Cards will be issued to participants who have paid to attend the Conference Dinner. Other participants and accompanying person(s) who wish to attend the Conference Dinner and Cultural Night may still purchase the dinner card(s) during the registration.
